Symptoms of Chicken Pox include slight 
fever, runny nose, and a rash that begins as raised pink 
spots that blister and scab. Should your child contract 
Chicken Pox he/she should be kept home for 5 days after 
the rash first appears and until the blisters have all 
scabbed over. If you are uncertain, or have any concerns, 
please speak to your family doctor or local pharmacist.
