Fundamental Movement Skills at Home 

Kicking 

 
Kicking is used in many different sports and children’s 
playground games. Practise kicking at home and make 
sure your child:  

- Takes a long step before making contact with the 
ball 

- Places their non-kicking foot next to the ball 
- Kicks with their toe or shoe lace area of their foot
